Studies done by theAdidicate that it will
cost you approximately 51.7 cents per mile to dywar car this year.

Keep in mind that the IRS will only allow a dedwctiof 36 cents per mile

so driving too far to get the cheapest gas iswags cost efficient.

12. Buy gas from a busy station

Try to buy your gas from a gas station that is castly busy and therefc
has its underground tanks filled on a regular basis

Gas stations that are slow will have gas that kea® Isitting in underground
tanks for longer periods of time, leading to gastamination.

This contamination can mean that the gas you aighpsing is less
powerful than fresh gas and will decrease your é&eelnomy.

Try to time your visits to busier gas stationshaisie busy times but make
sure that you're not in a rush to get anywhere.

If you're late for an appointment you may find yself giving up in
frustration if you have to wait to purchase yous gad then find yourself
moving over to a gas station that has a highercgssfor the day.

13. Turn the nozzle

When you have finished filling up your gas tanktuyning the nozzle of tl
hose a full 180 degrees.

This will drain a bit more gas into your tank; ionse cases up to an entire
half cup that would otherwise be a bonus to the gag customer.

Once you get into the habit of turning the hoseliybnd yourself doing it
without thinking. That extra half cup that you getch time that you fill
your gas tank can add up to a lot of extra galseaénd of the year that y
never have known about.

14. High octane ga

For most cars these days, buying higher-octanésgas/aste of your
money. Regular unleaded has approximately 87 o@keady and is fine
for your vehicle.

By avoiding buying high-octane gas you'll be sawangrge amount of
money over a period of time.

High octane gas is always more expensive at th@gaps so the next tir
that you feel guilty for filling up your SUV withegular gas you can be
assured that no harm will come to your vehicle.

Octane is simply a measurement of how difficuis ito ignite the gas in
your car and has nothing to do with the qualityhaf gas. If you are
experiencing engine pings, rattles, or knocks yau switch to high octane
gas.

However, you shouldn't be experiencing any of tHoszcks and rattles if
you are keeping your vehicle maintained and making that you don't
miss those scheduled maintenance checkups.

If you are driving a new model car you definitehosildn't be hearing any
pings or rattles and if you are you should takeryalicle to a mechanic.

15. Avoid topping off

Try to avoid "topping off" at the gas pumps. Whem ypurchase just a bit
of gas at the gas station the pump doesn't hauggérnane to really
activate, resulting in short bursts of fuel thatyrshort change you from tl
amount of gas that you are purchasing.

The best time to replenish your gas tank is whanhave half a tank or le
left in your vehicle, or when you find a gas pribat you just can't afford
miss.

16. Avoid running your gas tank too close to emp

Try not to drive your car when the gas gauge isopty.

You may think that you using very little gas wheyuy car is on empty, b
you are in fact using more gas because your velsiclenning less
efficiently as it tries to accelerate and decetemta normal fashion.

Keep your gas level above the quarter tank maak afl possible.

17. Avoid buying gasohc

You should never purchase gasohol for your caresiincontains only two-
thirds of the energy of gasoline.

This means that you would need to buy much moretgadgo go the san
distance on a tank of gasoline.

Gasohol is a mixture of ethanol (alcohol made fgmain) and gas, and is
used by some farmers to help cut the amount ofipoti in the air.

Even if you are traveling and it seems like theydakl choice for miles
gasohol try to avoid buying this type of adapteel.fu

18. Avoid buying gas from a just replenished gas ation

When a gas station has its underground tanks filleparticles at the
bottom of the tank are stirred up.

These particles can become mixed in with the gaisytbu are putting into
your car, which can lead to efficiency problemse Particles can clog yo
fuel filter, causing your car to stall and startwsome difficulty.

If the gas station that you have decided to std@matthe lowest gas price in
your area you may want to think about taking theetto come back at a
later time rather than stopping at the next gasostéhat is offering a high
price for gas.

19. Keep your car well tune:

One of the best things that you can do is to keep yehicle as well tune
as you possibly can.

This means taking note of those regularly schednlaohtenance checkt
that you so often ignore.

Studies indicate that a car with an engine thpbxly tuned will increase
the amount of fuel consumption from 10 to 20 petcen

Information found at  www.fueleconomy.go'  shows that when you tune

a car that is due for a checkup or one that hassoms problems, you ¢
increase the gas mileage by up to 4.1 percent.

Pay attention to the signals that your car is gjwou. When the red
message light on your dashboard lights up lettimg know that it's time to
"check your gauges" make sure that you have yauooéed at as soon as
you can.

If you are uncertain when the last time was thait lyad your car serviced
you may be able to contact the mechanic that idsheé work for you.

If they keep accurate records your mechanic wilhbke to give you a date
for your last maintenance visit and help you schedwnew one at the sa
time.

20. Change the oil in your ca

Change the oil in your car on a regular basis. Wjltenkeep the oil in your
car clean you reduce the wear that is caused &yoiniin the moving parts
of your car's engine.

Keeping track of your last oil change will save yoaoney at the gas pump
and increase your fuel consumption.

If you are reluctant or unable to change the ojytanr car on your own ma
sure that you fuel up at a gas station that offersfull service.

This way you can ask the gas attendant to helgdilfgiour car with gas as
well as take a look under the hood of your catiange the oil.

Make sure that you are using the right grade ofhait is required by your
car or truck. Oil grades are measured in viscositych determines how
much the oil can resist flow. Grades of oil include

OW (this is the thinnest) ("W" stands for winter)
5W to 25W
20 to 60 (60 is the thickest)

Check with the owner's manual that comes with yaurfor more
information about the grade of oil that is requilbsdyour car.

Make sure that you use the right grade of oil tsuea that your car runs
smoothly as it should in all types of weather.

If you find that you are always running out of wihen you need it you ¢
buy car oil in bulk at stores such as Costco sbyba always have oil
available for your vehicle.

If you can't change the oil in the car yourself aglmily or friend to give
you a hand.

22. Replace the air filter in your ca

Studies at FuelEconomy.com suggest replacing thdtar in your car on .
regular basis. Replacing a clogged air filter caprove the mileage that
you get with your car by up to 10 percent.

When you calculate that 10 percent into gasolinenga, you'll be saving
up to 15 cents per gallon. You can ask your mechanieplace the air filt
in your car or you can do it yourself.

24. Check the alignment of your ca

You should be paying attention to the alignmentaar car. Improper
alignment will cause a certain amount of engingdvehich will increase
the amount of gas that you are using.

The better maintained that car is the better alliad performance that
you'll get. Talk to your mechanic about your ndigranent servicing.

One of the ways that you can tell if your car ig dor alignment is if there
a pulling on the steering wheel when you are dgvin

If you are experiencing a type of pulling actios itnportant that you
schedule an appointment to have an alignment done.

25. Rotate your tires

When you regularly rotate your tires and check tifi@nuneven use and
wear you will find that you are saving in both sr@nd gas costs.

After you have an alignment done on your car masthmanics will also

rotate the tires. This doesn't by any means meatrythu should wait until
you need an alignment to get those tires rotated.

Check your tires regularly to see how they are glan wear and tear.

If your tires are showing signs of balding you'lnt to replace them
immediately since the better your tires are théebdtiel consumption you
see.

26. Tire maintenance

Not only should you be maintaining the engine dafrycar, you should als
be paying attention to the tires that you are dgwvon.

Purchase a tire gauge and check your car's tisspre every month. When
you are driving around on tires that are underatefll you can reduce the
fuel efficiency of your car by up to 2 percent &ach pound that the tires
under-inflated.

Under-inflated tires wear out faster, which agantdbutes to higher gas
consumption.

Not only will you save on gas consumption when gmaintain your tires
studies show that you will also save money on taentanance of your
vehicle by up to $250 each year.

The best time to check your tire pressure is whigrcool outside or in the
morning after your car has been sitting for seviecairs without driving.

Plan your trip
accordingly by trying to travel when the roads @ear and there is no
forecast of snow.

29. Remove snow tire

When it isn't winter and there is no snow on theugd you should replace
your winter tires with summer tires or all seasadials.

Big snow tires with deep treads use more gasdhag lighter tires. Many
times people leave their snow tires on all yeandoso that they can avoid
the hassle of taking their car to the mechanic.

The amount of savings that you can get out of cimangpur tires each
season should inspire to make that appointmentyeaitit mechanic rather
than weigh your car down all through the year, ewben there is no
evidence of snow.

Store your winter tires in a place where they age from moisture and c
heat.

The better care you take of your winter tires thregler you can keep them,
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reducing the amount of money that you spend maimgiyour tires and
your car.

The same applies when you put your winter tiregaur car and store yc
summer tires or all season radials. You will wantiake sure that they ¢
store correctly and are tightly covered.

Many people overlook the important of maintainingd when it comes to
saving at the gas pumps.

- Cold starts for your car use up more gas antharger on vehic
maintenance than driving for a longer period ofetjirkeeping th
engine of your car warm.

33. Commuting

There are ways that you can get to work that vélphyou save on gas
consumption for your car.

When driving to work avoid the peak times for rinslurs. This way you'll
use up less fuel and you'll spend less of you ptectime sitting around in
heavy traffic.

Try telecommuting from work if you're in a posititmdo so.

If you are the owner of more than one vehicle yloausd try to drive the ¢
that has the best gas mileage more often thanndeviah higher gas
mileage. Save the vehicle with the lower gas meefag those trips when
you don't want your new vehicle damaged or dontitw@ put the miles on
the odometer.

Find out about ridesharing programs and carpools that are availabjeum
local area. By commuting to work with others yoh#l cutting your
monthly fuel costs by as much as half. You'll ddecsaving on the wear
and tear of your car. Many large cities have wh&nown as the HOV lar
(high occupancy vehicle) to encourage drivers toroote to work.

Use the public transit service if it's conveniastyou and available whe
you live. You may be able to drive your vehiclehe bus depot and
commute from there. Even though you're still drgvyour car part way to
work you'll still notice a substantial savings wheoomes to the cost of
your commute to and from work.

34. Walk

You will definitely save on gas if you leave yowarat home. Try walking
to close destinations, or take your bike. Todaytsety seems to think that
we need to drive everywhere that go.

If more people walked, rode their bikes, or toobklputransit there would |
less pollution. As well, you personally will notieedifference in the amou
of money that you spend each month on your gas.cost

35. Avoid fast getaways at the stoplig|

Accelerate slowly when the light turns green. Tastdr that you accelere
the more gas that you are going to consume.

Make sure you start at the stoplight slow and stesadthat you conserve
much fuel as possible while you are going fromopgeéd position into a
driving mode.

It may be tempting for younger people to acceleaatt race away from t

25



stoplight. Don't fall into this trap and you cawvesaip to 20 percent in fuel
costs just by being a safe driver.

36. Avoid an idling vehicle

Try to avoid letting your car idle, even on thosédamornings when you tt
to heat up the car before driving to work.

Studies show that there is no need to let yourdtarfor more than 30
seconds even in cold weather and that idling wiluce your fuel
consumption.

New cars are specifically designed for you to de &b start and drive awe
immediately without any idle time.

Make sure that you get up early enough to scragsrbw and ice off your
car in the winter months. There is no need to gtaut car while you are
cleaning off your windows.

Finish cleaning off your windows and then startryoar when you are rea
to leave.

37. Remove weight from your ca

If you are not specifically hauling around someuyematerial make sure
that you remove it from your car.

This means not using your car as a storage boxrfieanted items that y
don't know where to put. The more weight that yatrcin your car, other
than passengers, the more fuel that you are goingrisume as you drive.

38. Turn off your car
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Studies show that it's more fuel efficient to toffiyour car than it is to let
it idle for much longer than about 45 seconds.

If you are in a long line up at the ferry, waitifay someone outside the
store, or waiting for an accident up ahead to cyearcan turn off your car
engine and save yourself some money and fuel.

Plan your trips so that you can avoid those lohg moments that will was
your gas and add dollars onto the price of a galloonly takes a second to
start your car again if you have turned it off vehivaiting in a traffic jam
that doesn't seem to be moving.

39. Avoid using the air conditione

When you first get into your hot vehicle try towdriwith the windows ope
to let out the hot air and let in a fresh breeze.

If this fails to lower the temperature in your gau can put on the air
conditioning. The air conditioner will work morefiefently and faster if
you open up the windows first.

If you need to use the air conditioning in your gau should keep in mind
that your fuel economy will be reduced by 10 top2@cent.

One of the ways to use your air conditioner isde it for minimal amoun
of times. Keep the windows closed when you areguie air conditioning

Once the car has reached a cooler temperatureayotum off the air
conditioning but it is important to note that ydwsld still keep the
windows closed since opening them will only allawthe hot air once
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again

40. Avoid sudden stops and turr

When you are driving your vehicle you should tryatmid braking sudden
or starting abruptly.

Studies indicate that when you brake graduallyt stawly, and avoid tho:
sudden stops that you can increase your fuel copsom Drive
responsibly and with care to avoid these stopsstantis.

41. Drive the speed limi

Make sure that you observe the speed limit. Yogrrgaeage will decrea
rapidly when you travel at speeds over 60 mph.

For every 5 mph that you drive over the 60 mph nyark are adding an
extra 10 cents onto each gallon of gas that yoahase.

If there are other family members in your home thiate, particularly
younger drivers, make sure that you keep them awfaies higher fuel cos
that are associated with driving too fast and tamimover the recommenc
speed limit that is posted.

42. Anticipate driving conditions

If at all possible try to anticipate the drivingnabtions that you will be
taking on your route. If you know the traffic isdwy on a certain road try
take an alternate route.

This also applies to driving conditions that maysmEyou to tailgate or
practice some other inefficient driving procedures.

The cleaner and smoother that your driving is tleeenfuel costs you will
save. Take the time to plan your driving routeadiagly. You'll find
that in the long run you're saving yourself frustna as well as money.

43. Avoid rush hour

If at all possible you should try to avoid drividgring peak rush hours.
When the traffic is crawling along you'll be wasfigas and creating wear
and tear on your car.

If you are heading home on a Friday night and ktieat your commute
home is going to be one long slow crawl you maywarmonsider staying
close to where you work and running some errandsarmeantime.
There is no need to start your commute home onintbthat you are sittir
